The old address is shown above the 
door.  This building is now occupied by Michael Scavo State Farm Insurance Company. 

Simon Cripe opened a storefront at what is now 4770 N Milwaukee Avenue and some of 
his brothers soon joined him.  The Cripe Brothers; Simon, Jesse, Jacob, and Samuel built 
and sold houses, hardware and insurance.  They must have kept very busy in those early 
years.  Simon showed prospected homebuyers around the muddy area in a horse and 
buggy.  Simon was the oldest with Jacob 4 yers young, Sam 11 years younger, and Jesse 
20 years his junior.   

Simon Cripe opened the first nickelodeon movie house in Jefferson Park.  It was located 
at the same 4770 Milwaukee storefront address.  One movie shown there was The Great 
Train Robbery, and complemented by a talented piano player.
